
Angiolymphoid Hyperplasia with Eosinophilia 

Patient: A 53-year-old man 

Duration:  More than 30 years 

Distribution: Left ear lobe, pre and post-auricular areas 

 

History: Intense episodic itching & bleeding post scratching. 

 

Physical Exam: Erythematous/purple firm papules and nodules few mm-
lcm. 

 

Histopathology: Extensive lobular angioid hyperplasia of small/medium sized vessels, in the 
dermis & subcutaneous tissue, associated with endothelial cell swelling and a dense infiltrate 
composed of lymphocytes, neutrophils, and numerous eosinophils.
