Nevoid Hyperkeratosis of the Nipple

Nevoid hyperkeratosis of the nipple and areola is a rare benign condition of
unknown etiology, classified into three types.

Type I: Hyperkeratosis of the nipple and areola representing the extension of a verrucous nevus.
It is usually unilateral.

Type I1: Hyperkeratosis of the nipple and areola associated with a disseminated dermatosis
(ichtchyosis, lymphoma, acanthosis nigricans, etc..)

Type I1I: Idiopathic (nevoid) hyperkeratosis of nipple and areola seen predominantly in women;
usually bilateral.

Three subsets:

1. Idiopathic hyperkeratosis of nipple

2. ldiopathic hyperkeratosis of nipple and areola
3. ldiopathic hyperkeratosis of areola
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
